This Chinese
Government Scholarship is aimed at strengthening mutual understanding and friendship between the Chinese
people and people from all over the world, as well as developing cooperation and exchanges in fields of politics,
economy, culture, education, and trade between China and other countries. The recipients of the scholarship
can undertake studies and research on various disciplines in science, technology, agriculture, medicine,
economics, law, management, education, history, liberal arts, and philosophy in Chinese institutions of higher
education. Recipients can choose to do research on subjects or pursuit degrees from undergraduate to doctoral
levels. The length of study can be from one year up to seven years.

e The applicants must be graduating seniors of Oberlin College.
e The applicants must be non-Chinese citizens.
